Two dilapidated men wait by a tree for the enigmatic Godot. With nothing but each other and a tree to occupy their time, 
questions of the nature of man arise. So many questions and so few answers: What is the meaning of our lives?  Why do 
some of us suffer so much more than others?  Samuel Beckett's Waiting for Godot has been asking the big questions since it 
was first produced.
